 Frequently Asked Questions 
What is the Mid-Monmouth League?

The Mid-Monmouth basketball league was formed over 20 years ago with the intent of introducing competitive basketball to the children of the same town.  Today, Mid-Monmouth is comprised of 28 towns totaling over 250 teams with equal participation for boys and girls in a well defined structure.
What are our Goals and Objectives?
The primary goal is to introduce competitive play while developing skills and teaching the basic fundamentals of basketball. Also, Mid-Monmouth is committed to fostering the meaning of good sportsmanship, leadership, responsibility and teamwork.
Why does Mid-Monmouth have two seasons?
Mid-Monmouth has the fall and winter seasons to accommodate the personal schedule of our players and to maximize gym time in the towns.
The fall season played during the week, provides the older children with substantial number of games. This season is when gym time is abundant in most towns and is designed not to conflict with their school teams. The winter season provides the younger children an introduction to competitive play. These games, which are mainly on weekends, do not conflict with the recreation leagues.

Can my child play on 2 teams in the same season?

No, Mid-Monmouth focuses on town wide participation and limits each player to one team per season.  However, age eligible players can play on 1 team in separate seasons depending on town rules.
Can my child live out of town and play in Mid-Monmouth?
Mid-Monmouth is committed to the development of children in each town and requires all players to live in the town they reside.  Residency is defined as the primary home that their parents pay property taxes which is utilized to determine the appropriate public school sending district. Note: If a child goes to private school in a different town, your primary residence has not changed.

 How does my town join Mid-Monmouth? 
Any town with a well organized basketball program can petition Mid-Monmouth for entry. Towns interested in joining are required to make a presentation at the September annual meeting.
What is the 2011-2012 Age rule?
Mid-Monmouth has introduced a new age rule for this season. There will be no waivers granted for age.

· 13s born after July 31, 1997  or born after June 30, 1997 and in 8th  grade

· 12s born after July 31, 1998  or born after June 30, 1998 and in 7th  grade

· 11s born after July 31, 1999  or born after June 30, 1999 and in 6th  grade

· 10s born after July 31, 2000  or born after June 30, 2000 and in 5th  grade

· 9s  born after July 31, 2001  or born after June 30, 2001 and in 4th  grade

· 8s  born after July 31, 2002  or born after June 30, 2002 and in 3rd  grade
